         We Have Zero Tolerance To… 

1. Ragging 

2. Alcohol, Smoking and Gambling 

3. Misconduct, Hooliganism, Indiscipline, use of mobile phones in classrooms and corridors 

4. Possession or use of fire arms or any lethal weapon 

5. Possession or use of hallucinogenic drugs 

Any student found guilty of such acts by the way of indulging himself/herself inside or outside the 

college premises shall be liable to punishment as per the guidelines given by University Grants 

Commission (UGC) in the light of the directions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India depending 

upon the nature and gravity of the offence(s) as established by Anti Ragging Committee of the 

College. 

The punishment for those found guilty of ragging shall be any one or combination of the 

following 

➢ Suspension from attending classes and academic privileges. 

➢ Withholding/withdrawing scholarship/fellowship and other benefits. 

➢ Debarring from appearing in any test/ examination or other evaluation process. 

➢ Withholding results. 

➢ Debarring from representing the college in any University Regional or International Meet, 

Tournament, Youth Festival, etc. 

➢ Cancellation of admission and suspension/expulsion from the college. 

➢ Fine, depending upon the nature and gravity of the offence. 

➢ Collective Punishment: When the persons committing or abetting the crime of ragging are 

not identified, the Institution shall resort to collective punishment. Further, such cases will 

be reported to the police and dealt as per Himachal Pradesh Educational Institutions 

(Prohibition of Ragging) Bill 2009 according to which ragging has been made a cognizable 

and non- bailable offence. Any student convicted of an offence will be punished with the 

imprisonment up to three years or a fine upto Rs. 50000 or both.

Minimum Eligibility Conditions & Online Admission Process 
Students seeking admission in various streams in B.A./B.Com./ B.Sc. 1st year should fulfill the 

following minimum eligibility conditions (As per the ordinance of H.P. University, Shimla): 

 

Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) Pass Course 

● 10+2 examination or an examination equivalent thereto of a Board/University established by 

law in India with pass in five written subjects (including English) having 33% marks. 
                        Bachelor of Commerce (B.Com) Pass Course 

● 10+2 examination under Commerce or an examination equivalent thereto of a 

Board/University established by law in India with pass in four written subjects (including 

English) with 45% marks(33% for girls students). 

                                                                  Or 

● For admission to B.Com the candidate must have passed Maths/ Economics as a Compulsory 

subject at 10+2 Stage. 

 

 

Important Information 
1. The students of National Institute of Open School (NIOS) who have passed all five subjects 

by securing requisite marks will be admitted. 

2. Upper age limit for admission to B.A./B.Sc./B.Com. in 1st year is 23 years as on 1st July, 2025. 

For girl candidates, it is 25 years as on 1
st 

July, 2026. Age relaxation of three years is allowed 

in case of SC/ST candidates. The persons with benchmark disabilities shall be given an upper 

age relaxation of five years. 

3. Cultural and sports seats will be filled in strictly according to the merit in sports and cultural 

fields. Students who have achieved distinction at International, National and State levels, as 

duly verified / certified by Govt. Authorities, will be given preference. 

4. Admission given in 1st year will be purely provisional and if admission of any candidate is 

cancelled by the University, the college will not be responsible for that. 

5. Admission shall not be allowed in any case to the students with compartment in the 10+2 

level. 

6. Fresh entrants (B.A./ B.Com./ B.Sc. 1st year) will have to fill online University Registration 

Form after their admission. 

7. Fresh entrants will have to produce a Character Certificate issued by the Principal of the last 

school/college attended. Candidates with gap year should produce a character certificate 

issued by a Gazetted Officer/Pradhan of their Gram Panchayat/Municipal Councilor. 

8. Old college students (candidates who have passed last examination in regular capacity in this 

college) need not produce their character certificate. 

 

 

 

 

 
 



9. Candidates with gap year will have to upload an affidavit/ Self Declaration stating facts/ 

reasons for discontinuation of studies that account for the gap year(s). 

10. Bonafide Himachali Certificate must be shown and its copy must be uploaded with the 

Admission Form by the girl students only to get fee concession that is permissible under rules.

In compliance with the University Grants Commission (UGC) guidelines, our institution strictly 

adheres to a zero-tolerance policy towards ragging. To protect the environment, conserve paper, and 

reduce the compliance burden on students, the UGC has revised the procedure for filing the Anti-

Ragging Undertaking.  

Important Instructions for Admission: 

100% Online Process: The procedure to file the Anti-Ragging Undertaking is now completely online.  

Official Portal: Students must submit their undertaking exclusively through the official portal at 

http://www.antiragging.in.  

No Hard Copies Required: Students are not required to print, sign, or submit any physical affidavit or

Payment of College Dues 

1. At the time of admission, a student must deposit the dues online well in time as and when notified. 

2. Students who fail to pay their fees online by the notified date will pay their dues with late fee till 

next notified date. No postponement of dues beyond this date is permissible. 

3. Name of those students will be struck off who do not pay college dues as per schedule. 

Registration and Migration 

1. Fresh entrants should apply for University Registration through H. P. University web-portal: 

https://rme.hpushimla.in/ with all documents required by the University for this purpose. The 

detailed information regarding this will be available on college notice board later on. 

2. Inter college migration is permissible only through H.P. University Registration and Migration 

portal. A student seeking inter-college migration to this college will pay admission fee afresh. He/she 

will also have to pay the monthly fee w.e.f. the month he/she joins the college even if he/she has 

paid these in the college last attended. 

3. A student seeking Inter college migration to this college from a private college will also pay the 

Annual fees. 

Rules for name struck-off and re-admission 

1. Continuous absence of 10 days from a class will lead to striking off names from college rolls. He/ 

she will have to seek re- admission on the recommendation of the subject teacher. 

2. Re-admission will be allowed within six days by paying re-admission fee and absence fine as per 

rules subject to the approval of the Principal. 

3. Re-admission fee for the first time is Rs.100/- and for second time it is Rs.200/-. There will be no 

re-admission for the third time.

4. It is the personal responsibility of every student to get his/her roll number entered in the attendance 

register of each concerned subject teacher. If he/she fails to do so, he/she will be treated absent. 

Leave Rules 

1. No student is supposed to be absent without getting his/her leave sanctioned. 

2. Leave up to three days will be granted by the concerned subject teacher. 

3. Leave for more than three days will be sanctioned by the Principal. 

4. The student will be marked absent during the leave period and the same will not be considered for 

calculating the lectures attended by the student for determining eligibility to appear in the University 

examinations. However, neither name will be struck off from the college roll nor any absence fine 

will be imposed on the student. 
Lecture Attendance 

1. Students are expected to be regular in attending their classes. Lecture attendance condition is 

compulsory and the counting of attendance will start from the day regular teaching begins. 

Awards/Marks of attendance are also given in Continuous Comprehensive Assessment (CCA). 

2. In order to be eligible to appear in University Examination, a student must have 75% attendance in 

each of the concerned courses in theory as well as in practical separately. 

3. Students who are officially deputed to participate in sports and extra-curricular activities will be 

treated on duty for the purpose of attendance, provided the prior permission has been sought from 

the Principal in this matter. 
Mid-Term Examination 

1. There will be Mid-Term test as per the schedule notified later on by the college administration. 

2. It is mandatory for all students to appear in the Mid-Term examination. 

3. If a student does not appear for the Mid-Term exam, a fine of Rs. 50 will be imposed. 

4. The weightage of the marks obtained in Mid-Term examination is counted for CCA. 

5. Admit card for the University annual examination will be generated only for those students whose 

CCA is uploaded on H.P. University examination portal. 

CCA and Pass Percentage for Annual Examination 

1. Only those students will be passed in a particular paper who obtains minimum pass percentage in 

both CCA as well as final Annual Examinations. 

2. Student must obtain at least 35% in both CCA and final Annual Examinations and overall average 

of both must be at least 40%. 

3. A student will be passed in a class only if he/she passed all the papers of that class. He will get 

compartment if he/she passed in atleast 6 out of 8 papers. 
Identity Card 

Identity card is an important document as it shows the identity of a bonafide student of the college. 

Identity card should be collected from the college office as per schedule prescribed. Every student 

must carry this card while in college. In case of loss of original identity card, duplicate identity card 

will be issued after producing the FIR in this context. For issuance of duplicate card, Rs. 20/- will 

be charged. No student is permitted to replace his/her photograph pasted on the identity card for any 

reason whatsoever.

Important Academic Selection Mandate: Major & Minor Stream Selection 

Every student must opt for three distinct core disciplines in Semester I. At the conclusion of the second 

semester, each candidate must declare exactly ONE subject as their Single Core Discipline MAJOR stream and 

ONE subject as their MINOR stream out of the original portfolio. 

 

This structure stays locked up to the sixth semester. To prevent tracking overlaps and balance credit 

distribution, English and Hindi are strictly restricted from being combined together inside the same core 

matrix.
